HEAD LICE

We would like to remind parents/carers to regularly check your child’s hair for head lice.
We have recently had several students with head lice. Head lice are spread by contact
occurring between one human head and another human head. If your child presents
with live lice or eggs, they should be treated using either with chemical treatments or
using the comb and conditioner method. Treatment should be repeated every 6 days
for at least two weeks. It is also recommended that long hair be tied back and braided.
