Below are some of the ideas on how the new system could look: * Simplify the existing procedures

* A certain number of Informal Notifications could equate to a Formal Notification, eg three Informal
Notifications within five weeks would result in a Formal Notification

Any Formal Notification would result in a two-day Playground Withdrawal, two Formal Notifications
within a five-week period would result in a five-day Playground Withdrawal (and loss of Rewards Day)
and any student receiving four Formal Notifications within a term would be suspended from school
allowing time to re-address the student’s needs

The first Formal Notification in the term would result in a two-day Playground Withdrawal, the second
Formal Notification within the term would result in a five-day Playground Withdrawal (and loss of
Rewards Day) and any student receiving three Formal Notifications within a term would be
suspended from school
